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Talent exam: Govt model 
school students do well
340 out of total 1000 model school students cleared the test

MORE number of  class XI stu-
dents of  government model 
schools have cleared the Tamil 
Nadu Chief  Minister Talent 
Search Examination (TNC-
MTSE) this year. 

According to sources, 211 
boys and 130 girls, out of  a total 
of  1000 model school candi-
dates, including 13 from Coim-
batore district, cleared the 
scholarship exam. The TNC-
MTSE was conducted in Octo-
ber and as many as 1,27,673 stu-
dents appeared for the exam. 
As per norms, 1000 students 
who secure high marks (97 and 
above) will be selected for schol-
arships. They will get `10,000 
every year till they complete 
undergraduate courses.

V Hariprasanth from Coim-
batore, who is among the top-
pers, said “As class X lessons 
are syllabus for this examina-
tion, teachers gave special 
coaching to us on Saturday and 
Sunday using  model question 
papers and conducted mock 
tests regularly. So we did faced 
the exams, which was conduct-
ed for the first time, without 
any difficulty.”

The headmistress  of  a model 

government school in the dis-
trict told TNIE, “Besides pre-
paring students for board ex-
ams, we coach students for 
competitive exams like NEET, 
JEE and CLAT.” 

She added that compared to 
conventional schools, teachers 
at model residential schools 
have put in extra effort.

Tamil Nadu Higher Second-
ary School Headmasters Asso-
ciation district president G 
Senthooran told TNIE, “Like 
model schools, government 
school teachers also provided 
the best coaching to students. 
But, there is an additional  
advantage for model school  
students as they have more 
time to prepare as it is a resi-
dential school.”

Educationist and coordina-
tor of  Federation for Education 
Development Su Moorthy said 

the school education depart-
ment is encouraging model 
schools by giving funds and 
other facilities such as study 
materials, etc. 

“Special officers are moni-
toring activities in these model 
schools. As there is special  
attention to model schools,  
students have performed well,” 
he said. He urged the state  
government to replicate the 
teaching method in regular 
schools so that all students 
could reap the benefits.

3 arrested for murder

THREE people were arrested 
for allegedly kidnapping and 
murdering  a 37-year-old man at 
Gudimangalam on Thursday 
evening. According to police, S 
Saravanan Velan (37) of  Palla-
dam, introduced himself  as a 
sub inspector to R Saravana 
Pandi (28) owner of  a travel 
agency in Telugupalayam in 
Coimbatore six months ago and 
hired a car to travel Palakkad. 
Later, Pandi received informa-
tion that Velan was arrested 
there in a cheating case and 
that the car was seized. Pandi 
spent a lot of  money on legal 

expenses to get his car back. 
On December 7, Pandi re-

ceived information that Velan 
was staying in a lodge in Gudi-
mangalam and went there with 
his friends to demand money. 
Spotting them, Velan tried to 
escape, but the gang over pow-
ered him,  took him inside their 
car and demanded money. Pan-
di allegedly closed Velan’s 
mouth and  but he fell uncon-
scious. The gang took Velan  to 
a government hospital in Coim-
batore, but doctors declared 
him dead and informed police, 
and the gang escaped. Police 
managed to arrest Saravana 
Pandi, A Muthuselvan (27) and 
S Rithik (20).

Teachers irregular to Udumalai tribal schools

PEOPLE of  Kur umalai , 
Kuzhipatti and Mavadapu trib-
al settlements in Udumalaipet 
are upset, as teachers of  the 
primary schools have been tak-
ing classes just once in a week 
for the past several months. 

Speaking to TNIE, N Muru-
gan of  Kuzhipatti said, “There 
are 22 students in the govern-
ment primary school in 
Kuzhipatti. Two teachers are 
allotted to this school. Due to 
the remoteness of  the village, 
teachers come only on alter-
nate days. Many times, chil-

dren return home saying teach-
ers are absent.”

He added that, to ensure the 
safety of  the female teachers, 
tribals have allocated a house 
in their settlements in Kuru-
malai and Kuzhipatti.

 Kuppusamy, a resident of  
Mavadappu, said, “There are 17 
students in our school. The two 
teachers who take classes stay 
in the rooms of  the school.  We 
cook meals for them. But they 
move out the next day. We are 
sad that teachers are irregular 
because students fall in the cat-
egory of  primary section (1-6), 
which is the foundation for 

higher standards.”
Speaking to TNIE, N Man-

ikandan, a tribal from Kuruma-
lai said, “Women teachers ar-
rive on Tuesday and take 
classes for three hours and they 
stay in the house of  tribals. The 
next day, after taking class, they 
leave for their home. Thus they 
spend just six hours a week ed-
ucating the tribal children. 
When we make such a demand 
for male teachers or question 
their absenteeism, they avoid 
speaking to us.”

A teacher said, “The schools 
are in remote locations and we 
have to travel for more than 

three hours to reach the spot. It 
will take another three hours to 
reach home in Udumalaipet.  
Rain is also a hindrance in 
reaching the schools in this 
locality.”

Speaking to TNIE, an official 
from the Tiruppur education 
department said, “Teachers 
have given their reasons for ir-
regularities including frequent 
absenteeism. Besides, these 
schools have just two rooms
and staying there overnight is 
a problem for female teachers. 
Our officials will travel to the 
tribal settlements soon to as-
sess the problem.”
